T he President and other
members of the
National Alumni
Association joined

over 1,000 students who went to
Annapolis to protest the vote in the
Maryland Legislature’s House of
Delegates to cut planning money for
a new library at Morgan State
University from the State budget.
The library is already approximately
ten years behind schedule because
many lawmakers wanted to renovate
Soper rather than fund a new facility
and, when a new facility was finally
funded, construction would not
begin on the site of old Murphy until
completion of the new Fine Arts
Center.

Funding for the new library had
been included in the Governor’s
budget request to the Legislature,
and it was approved by the Senate.
The funds were cut by the House on
the recommendation of the
Chairman of the Appropriations Committee, Delegate Howard
P. Rawlings.

In learning of the cut, the Morgan Student Government
President telephoned Delegate Rawlings on Monday, April 1st
to ask for his support for restoring the $3.1 million in planning
money. Delegate Rawlings refused to consider the student’s
request and the next day, four of them visited him in his
office.  In that meeting, students found Delegate Rawlings to
be, in their words, condescending, demeaning and otherwise
insulting.

On Thursday, April 4th, the students formed a caravan to
Annapolis consisting of nine buses and several vehicles for the
purpose of appealing to the conscience of the entire House of
Delegates.

In explaining his committee’s opposition to library fund-
ing, Delegate Rawlings first blamed his subcommittee.
Subcommittee members were uncomfortable with Delegate
Rawlings’ position, so Delegate Rawlings shifted the blame to
the downturn in the economy.  When students countered that
other institutions, such as the University of Maryland
Baltimore County (UMBC), were  receiving funding for more

projects than Morgan and ahead of
schedule, Delegate Rawlings sug-
gested that the students were play-
ing the race card.   Students said
that the act of excluding Morgan
and other HBCUs from the accel-
erated project initiative gave the
appearance of being racial and
they were simply making the pub-
lic aware of the facts. Nearly all of
the $540 million authorized for
accelerated projects at other insti-
tutions over the last five years,
went to majority institutions. 

In a last ditch effort to save
face, Delegate Rawlings suggested
that his opposition was based on
Morgan’s  refusal to comply with
budget language requiring verifica-
tion of  the absence of water prob-
lems on the proposed site of the
new library.  Again,  students
refuted Delegate Rawlings’ claim
with a report from University con-
sultants indicating there is no evi-
dence of a water problem on the
proposed construction site, infor-

mation made available to both the House and Senate.
Ironically, last year’s budget language raising the issue of

water problems originated in the Senate, and the consultants’
report was sufficient for Senate approval this year of the $3.1
million. It was, however, not enough to satisfy Delegate
Rawlings.

To deny Morgan the funding would not only delay the
library project an additional year, it would also have a ripple
effect on the backlog of projects scheduled through the next
five to six years.  The compromise forced by Senator Clarence
W. Blount and other black senators allows the University to
stay on schedule if the University can front enough money to
complete the second year of planning.  

As Alumni National President Stephen Russell said, “We
owe a debt of gratitude to our students for their courage in
taking on the library issue and for the manner in which they
conducted themselves during the demonstration in Annapolis.
They have our full support in their quest for the new library,
and we wish them well.”
